Tchaikovsky’s Fifth is one of his most powerful creations,
famous for its cyclical theme. It opens in restraint with

a mournful clarinet melody, shadowed by the strings.

By the time we reach the finale that tragic opening theme
returns transformed, now defiant.

Principal Guest Conductor Sir Donald Runnicles seizes
on the emotional charge in this music to connect two very
different soundscapes.
